SOME TIPS FROM "HANDWRITING WITHOUT TEARS"
How to choose the right writing tools - As soon as your child is past the age of putting things in their mouth, give them little broken pieces of chalk or crayon to use and lots of big sheets of paper for free scribbling/drawing.  Little pieces develop fingertip control and strength.  They encourage the precise pinch that's used for crayons and pencils.  Maybe your child is trying to write or even make letters you can recognize.  If so, then it's time to start showing your child how to write a few letters.  Be a good example for them.  Hold the crayon or pencil correctly.  Your child will be watching.  Capitals are the first letters to learn.  They are the first letters children can visually recognize and remember. 
 Capitals are the first letters children can physically write.

One of the key components to supporting that development is a developmentally appropriate environment.  By participating in our preschool Music Together class and playing musically at home, you have placed your child on a path of musical growth that will continue throughout their childhood.  To help you visualize what that musical journey will be like for your child, and to help you understand some of the key musical milestones along the way, take a look at the Music Together Growth Chart displayed in class.

Music Learning supports All Learning!  Read about it
No matter what age your child was when they were first exposed to Music Together, they are learning and growing musically.  

Please take the time to explore the chart.  As you read through you may want to use the Musical Memories pages in the back of your Music Together songbook and jot down musical milestones that you are noticing or favorite moments that you don't want to forget.

When you join us in class you will have a greater understanding of your important role as a musical model for all the children.  Also please share with us any musical moments you are noticing at home.

A few reminders: 

Please make note of Sharing Days, PLEASE LABEL ALL ITEMS.  The children look forward to picking out what they would like to bring.  This gives them practice at making choices.  This process also allows them to experience a leadership role as they show what they brought in, and to tell the class something about their favorite thing. 
As the weather gets colder, please send your child to school with appropriate attire - coats, hats and gloves.  PLEASE, PLEASE LABEL EVERYTHING!!  The children will be going outside on sunny days 45 degrees and above.
