Miss Michele's Classes 
 

The NURSERY children have been discussing the weather every day and dressing Weather Bear at circle time.  They have also been singing the Days of the Week and Months of the Year songs.  Other circle time activities included exploring colors with colored felt cats on the felt board and singing the Five Fingers.  

 

To develop fine motor skills the 3 yr olds are beginning to work with scissors by cutting play doh.  Some hands on art activities included mixing shaving cream, glue and white paint.  It was also fun to make flames out of red and orange paint.

 

The children went on an apple hunt to see how many green, red or yellow apples they could find.

 

The TWO YEAR OLD children LOVE using their hands in messy art activities!  At circle time they dressed Clifford up as a Fire Fighter for Community Helper week.  Then everyone had a turn to  Stop, Drop & Roll with Clifford!

 

They also LOVE to play in the Kitchen - a lot!!

Miss Carolyn's Class
learned and practiced Fire Safety (stop, drop & roll, etc) and talked about who they should call in an emergency (911) as part of community service week.  The class enjoyed tasting different apples (red, green & yellow) to decide which color they like the best.  RED was the favorite.  

The children are learning to recognize shapes and colors by finding them in our everyday surroundings.  They are also continuing to work on recognizing their names and the letters in them.

It was a lot of fun to explore different tools to try and paint with - different size brushes, q-tips, sponges and fingers.  Great for fine motor skills!

Miss Christine's Classes 
spent time during circle time talking about different types of community helpers.  They practiced how to stop, drop & roll and learned how to call 911 if there is an emergency.  It was a lot of fun making fire hats and fire engines.

     For fine motor development the children sorted pom poms with clothespins.  
     In preparation for Halloween lots of songs were sung and the children played a pin the nose on the pumpkin game.

We hope you are enjoying listening to your Bongo Collection at home.  Making the songs part of your daily life is an important component for your child's musical development.  The teachers also find ways to include the songs during the day at school.  This allows the children the opportunity to "PLAY" and experiment with the songs and revisit the community event that happens at school.  Have fun!!

We are thrilled with the number of parents that have been attending their child's music class.  The more adults that are present the better the community experience for the children!  This is because children learn by watching the adults that are important in their lives.  The adult modeling that the children observe in class is key to the program's philosophy.

Did you Know?? 
What's all that scribbling about?
 Believe it of not scribbling is an essential activity for children.  It uses all the hand and arm movements necessary for writing.  The kinesthetic body movement involved actually helps in developing language and social growth.  Children scribble with purpose.  Through exploring how the crayon moves they teach themselves concepts like straight & curved.  Their scribbles should meet with praise.  Instead of asking your child "what is it?" describe what they are doing.  Ex: "I see you are covering your whole paper with lines", "You used a lot of blue and red."  Drawing on pieces of paper & creating original works of art is much more valuable then coloring pre-drawn pictures.  Your positive reaction to your child's artwork helps build a healthy, confident self image.  Allow then the freedom to EXPLORE ART!!
